A really good quality class and this little lady just had the edge, 9 month old balanced dark blue 
roan, dark eye with tight rims, soft expression, deep chest, good legs and neat feet, good reach 
of neck into well placed shoulders, ample rib, nicely rounded quarters , well muscled, good 
return of upper arm, moved with drive keeping a level topline, excellent presentation.  
 

2nd  Thomas’s Claramand Kind of Magic 
9 month old orange baby with the most gorgeous feminine head, soft dark eye with melting 
expression good reach of neck into well placed shoulders, lovely legs and feet with good return 
of upper arm, deep chest and good ribs, rounded quarters and well muscled, lovely 
presentation, moved well when settled, just preferred overall finish of 1, however I’m sure these 
will change places many times as they develop. 
 

3rd Stokes-Harrell & Harrell Claramand One Vision 
Litter sister to 2 and another well made orange, similar comments to 2 apply, again all 3 of 
these lovely babies could change places as they develop.

1st Palmer’s Shansart Skylark 

Feminine dark blue roan, with dark eye and soft expression, tight rims, good depth and width of 
muzzle, well placed shoulders, good depth of body, ample bone and neat feet, well rounded 
quarters, moved well when settled. 
 
 



2nd  Walker’s Ryallcourt Angelica Pickle at Swindlesway 
Pretty black and white with kind eye and soft expression, well placed shoulders, longer cast 
and not quite the depth of one, coat in good order, moved ok.

1st Craig’s Alisma Alloonah   

Well presented blue roan with soft dark eye, good width and depth of muzzle, deep chest, well 
boned legs and neat feet, well sprung ribs, well rounded quarters with good muscle tone, good 
bend of stifle and short below hocks, moved well. 
 

2nd  Mitchell’s Glowhill Sweet Magnolia 
Light blue roan with dark eye and soft expression, good width and depth to muzzle, deep chest, 
strong well boned legs, good return of upper arm, well placed shoulders albeit carrying a little 
excess weight today, ample rib, well rounded quarters, good bend of stifle, moved with drive.

Balanced black and white of good type, dark eye, good depth and width of muzzle, lovely deep 
chest, stood on strong legs with neat feet, well placed shoulders, ample rib, well muscled 
rounded quarters, with good width of upper thigh, moved with drive with lovely clean jacket and 
excellent presentation. 
 

2nd  Sewell’s Wintonia Hidden Gem at Quattrozampe 
Dark blue with soft expression, good width and depth of muzzle, deep brisket with good legs 
and feet, good ribs and nicely rounded quarters, jacket in good order and well presented, 
slightly longer cast than 1, moved ok.

Quality black puppy with feminine head, dark eye and soft expression, good width/depth of 
muzzle, good reach of neck into well placed shoulders, plenty of heart and lung room, good 
legs and neat feet, ample rib, rounded quarters, good muscle tone, good bend of stifle, in good 
coat and condition, moved well,  
 

2nd  Stokes Harrell’s Whinburn Prairie Grouse 
Nine and a half month old golden baby of lovely quality, very pretty feminine head with lovely 
dark eye and melting expression, lovely square muzzle of good width and depth well placed 
shoulders and good ribs, deep chest, lovely legs and neat feet, well rounded quarters, moved 
well when settled, lovely presentation, could swap places on another day.

Black of lovely quality, have watched this bitch develop and she did not disappoint, feminine 
head with dark eye and soft expression, good reach of neck into well placed shoulders, deep 
chest with strong legs and neat feet, ample rib, rounded well muscled quarters, good rear 
angulation, lovely balanced outline, moved soundly fore and aft holding a level topline, in good 
coat and condition, well presented, was pleased to award her the RCC.  

 
2nd Cooper’s Charlaza Code Red 

Gold bitch of nice quality, pretty feminine head with dark eye and soft expression, good 
width/depth of muzzle, deep chest, good reach of neck, good legs and neat feet, ample ribs 
with well muscled quarters, in good coat and condition, moved well, exhibitor needs a bit more 
practice to get the best out of this bitch.

Quality black with pretty feminine head, dark eye with soft expression, deep chest, well boned 
legs and neat feet, good reach of neck into well placed shoulders, well ribbed body, well 
muscled quarters, short and cobby, moved well when settled.

Another quality black, overall bigger than 1 but balanced, slightly broader in head than 1 with 
lovely dark eye and soft expression, good width/depth of muzzle, well placed shoulders, ample 
rib and bone, rounded quarters with good rear angulation, lovely presentation, moved well

1st Bavin & Austin’s Rojoys Chase The Dream JW ShCM  

Blue roan 8 years old with feminine head, dark eye and soft expression, deep chest with good 
legs and feet, ample rib, broad rounded quarters, good rear angulation, in good coat and 
condition, very happy on the move, pleased to award her BVB.   
 

2nd Saunders’  Moonstryder Eliza Taylor at Oxfordogs 
Blue roan 7 years old, deep chest with good legs and feet, good ribs, slightly longer cast than 1, 
good rounded quarters, moved ok.

1st Thomas’s  Fendrove Topsy Turvey at Claramand 

Quality black baby of just over 7 months old, lovely head with dark eye and soft melting 
expression, good reach of neck into well placed shoulders, big ribs, lovely deep chest, strong 
legs and neat feet, good muscle tone for a youngster, lovely round quarters, short below hock 
moved well when settled, presented a beautiful picture stacked. BMPB & BMPIS 
 

2nd Jenkins’ Covenant Peregrina Pearl of Bruxly (imp It) 
Pretty golden baby of 8 months old, feminine head with dark eye and soft melting expression, 
good reach of neck into well placed shoulders, big ribs, good bone quality with neat feet, lovely 
rounded quarters, moved well when settled, lovely presentation, preferred head of 1 but could 
change places with 1 on another day.

Nine and a half month old black of lovely quality.  Have watched this little girl develop over the 
last couple of months, lovely balanced outline, feminine head with dark eye and soft melting 
expression, good width/depth of muzzle, good reach of neck into well placed shoulders, plenty 
of heart and lung room, good legs and neat feet, ample rib, lovely rounded quarters with good 
muscle tone, good bend of stifle, in good coat and condition, moved well, BPB.

Blue roan with pleasing head, good depth/width of muzzle, dark eye with soft expression, good 
depth of chest, strong legs and neat feet, good spring of rib, well muscled rounded quarters, 
sound mover, preferred overall finish of 1.

1st McBride’s Topday Tiny Dancer JW 

Dark blue with good depth/width of muzzle, dark eye with soft expression, broader in skull than 
I like but this does not detract from her other qualities, deep chest, strong legs and neat feet, 
well placed shoulders, mature body with ample rib, well rounded quarters with good muscle 
tone, good bend of stifle, short below hock giving drive on the move, in excellent coat and 
condition, excellent presentation. 
 

2nd  Beever’s Dandyjan Tiny Dancer  
Another quality blue of balanced proportions, smaller overall than 1 but very balanced, dark eye 
and soft kind expression, good depth of chest, good legs and neat feet, ample rib, good width 
of quarters, well turned stifle, moved well, in excellent coat and condition, could change places 
another day.

Class 33 Novice  3  (0 abs) 
1st Whitehead’s  Ryallcourt Stitch in Time 

Really like this light blue roan, pleasing head, dark eye with soft expression, good length/width 
of muzzle, clean throat, good reach of neck with good shoulder placement, well boned legs and 
neat feet with good return of upper arm, ample rib, nicely rounded quarters with good muscle 
tone, short and cobby with overall balance, in good coat and condition, moved with drive. 
 

2nd   Hawkins’ Lindridge Damask Rose at Grovern 
Orange roan of different type to 1, dark eye with soft expression, deep chest with plenty of bone 
and substance, longer cast than I like, well rounded quarters moved ok. 
 

3rd Taylor Kister’s Black Lord Wildest Dream at Frieljoanipa 
 
 
 

Class 34 Undergraduate 3  (2 abs) 
1st Tavenor’s Cassom Blue Muse at Regaltav 

Blue roan of smaller proportions but overall balanced, dark eye with soft expression, well boned 
legs and neat feet, ample rib with rounded quarters, well turned stifle, nicely presented, moved 
well.

This blue bitch caught my eye as soon as she entered the ring and she did not disappoint.  
Dark eye with soft expression, good depth/width of muzzle, good reach of neck into well placed 
shoulders, well boned legs and neat feet, deep chest, good rib, short coupled with lovely 
rounded quarters, good turn of stifle, beautifully balanced overall, lovely presentation, moved 
well both fore and aft 
 

2nd Terry’s Shaggylands Jessica Jay  
Pretty blue with dark eye and soft expression, good depth/width of muzzle good reach of neck, 
good legs and feet, not the depth of 1 but overall balanced, ample rib with nicely rounded 
quarters, good rear angulation, good presentation, moved well. 
 

3rd Driver’s Brackenjack Bit of Allsorts at Beckaby

1st Kengyelics Hebdene Haute Couture 

Black of lovely quality, well made and compact, dark eye with soft expression, good width/depth 
of muzzle, deep chest with good strong legs and neat feet, well placed shoulders, ample rib, 
well rounded quarters with good muscle tone, well made and compact, giving balanced outline, 
moved with drive, in excellent coat, A1 presentation.

Another lovely black from this kennel, slightly smaller overall than one but balanced. Feminine 
head with dark expressive eye, good depth of chest, ample rib, well rounded quarters, in lovely 
coat and condition, moved well, just preferred head of 1..
